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The gathering took place in the midst of a purge of academia by the ruling Justice and
Development Party (AKP) that began with a failed 2016 coup. Since then mor e than 6,000
professorslost their positions. (Morethan 150,000 gover nment employees, teachers, and
academics have been fired since the attempted coup).
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
