The failed coup by a faction
within the Army, repudiated nationally and internationally, took place in the context of the
erosion of Luis Arce’s administration, itself large the result of internal discord within the
Movement Toward Socialism (MAS) party. Despite its swift failure, the military rebellion will
have political repercussions.
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
