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On October 29 the Netherlandswill have parliamentary elections, again. In early June, the
gover nment of prime-minster Dick Schoof lost its majority asthefar-right PVV of Geert
Wildersblew up the coalition. Shortly befor e the elections, the contrast between the most
important political eventsin the Netherlands could hardly be sharper. On 20 September,
after an anti-immigration rally, fascistsrioted in The Hague. On October 5, a quarter of a
million people mar ched through the streets of Amsterdam to show their solidarity with
Palestine.
